Your task: 

To demonstrate your understanding of an extreme environment of  your choice! How you show your understanding is completely up to you, but you must demonstrate a clear understanding of the following things:

Criteria:

1. Label / identify which extreme environment you are studying. 

2. The definition of an extreme environment.

3. What are the characteristics which make survival in your extreme environment difficult (example – lack of air).
4. How technology has made it possible for us to explore this area. Please give specific examples. (example - SCUBA gear allows us to explore the oceans). Minimum of 3 pieces of technology.
5. Give specific examples of how Canadians are helping explore this environment. (example – Canadians have designed the Newt suit for exploring oceans).

6. Include at least 6 interesting facts you found out about the environment.

7. You must include a visual representation of your environment in your presentation. (example - 3D model). Your visual must be labeled and show pieces of technology used to explore the harsh environment. 
Key points to consider:

1. You can not complete your research on Deep Oceans as we have already researched this extreme environment as a class. 
2. You have just over 2 weeks to complete the project – presentations will be held on January 22nd and 24th. You will be given 5 science blocks to complete the assignment.

3. You can complete the project in partners or independently. If you are working in partners you must outline what parts of the presentations were completed by whom. 

4. It must be completed in published form – free from grammar and spelling errors.
